Introduction of Avantix 2 Chip and Pin Technology
In relation to the above mentioned technology a proposal was recently received from Arriva Trains Wales which if accepted would see the introduction of ‘Chip and Pin’ at all of the remaining depots whom currently use the Avantix 2 system only.  The details of the proposal are as follows:
· There will be a short training session developed which covers all elements including a knowledge and application check

· Each conductor / guard will be responsible for booking an appropriate training slot with their manager which should be either before or after their booked turn of duty

· All training should be concluded within four weeks of the date agreement is given in writing to this proposal

· Following a satisfactory knowledge check, the conductor / guard will have   payment of five hours at the basic rate added to their payment for that day

· The conductor / guard is responsible for ensuring that they will still have twelve hours rest before and after shifts based on actual training completion time, so that any ‘Hidden booked off’ procedures are not applied

This arrangement applies only to those depots where the training is required.

I can inform you that the proposal has now been placed before the RMT National Executive Committee for consideration and that the proposal has been approved with the company to be notified of the union’s acceptance of the offer in due course.
